Components

Avian influenza (AI) refers to the disease caused by infection with avian influenza Type A viruses. 
These viruses occur naturally among wild aquatic birds worldwide and can infect domestic poultry 
and other bird and animal species. 

The RIDX    AIV Ag Test Kit is a diagnostic reagent that can quickly and easily detect AIV 
antigens in avian feces within 15 minutes after dropping the sample.

Principal: Chromatographic immunoassay for the qualitative test
